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1.  Opening Remarks by the Joint Secretary:   

The workshop was inaugurated by the Joint Secretary, External Finance-
Policy/National Project Director SPRSMP, Mr. Mahmood Akhtar on July 19, 2010 at 
Marriott Hotel, Islamabad.  Mr. Mahmood Akhtar, in his opening address welcomed 
the participants and emphasized the importance of dissemination workshop which 
will lead to reveal the success of Monitoring and Evaluation system functioning in 
Strengthening Poverty Reduction Strategy Monitoring Project.   He added that the 
purpose of Monitoring and evaluation of Expenditures, tracking intermediate 
output indicators and outcome is to inform the policy makers about the progress in 
achieving the targets and aligning the policies in line with the priorities setting up 
by the concerned stakeholders at decision making level.   

Mr. Mahmood Akhtar further highlighted the importance of policy framework 
provided through the Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers at the hard time of 
economic crisis when numerous hard decisions have been made for stabilization of 
the various pillars of the economy. However, the positive indication is that the 
country has gradually recovered from the crisis and is moving towards overall 
improvement in macroeconomic situation. It is hoped that greater resource 
allocation into pro poor sectors will be made consistently and analysis of Budgeted 
and non Budgeted expenditures will indicate the gaps for informed decision 
making. He reinforced the commitment of Government of Pakistan to reach goal of 
economic and social development through unflinching commitment to pro-poor 
growth policies.  we have a long way to go but we can reach our goal of economic 
and social development through unflinching commitment to the pro poor growth 
Policies.  

Mr. Mahmood Akhtar appreciated the keen interest of participants and invited their 
comments and feed back.   
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2. Statement by the Chief Guest and formal Opening:    
 
Ms. Sabah Gul Khattak, Member Planning Commission, Government of Pakistan, 
kindly consented to Chair dissemination workshop of Annual Progress Report 
PRSP-II, organized by PRSP Secretariat.  
 
Ms. Saba Gul Khattak, in her statement recognized the challenges and factors 
prevailing in political and economic sectors contributing towards slow pace of 
macro economic stability. She emphasized on sustained and consistent measures to 
align our polices for effective social sector development in Pakistan.   
 
Ms. Sabah  reinforced harmonization of enormous efforts being made by civil 
Society organizations and Public Sector to achieve development goals effectively.  
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3. Objectives of the workshop: 

 
Annual Progress Report of Poverty Reduction Strategy paper II FY 2008/09 is 
the first report since the PRSP II was finalized in FY 2008/09. This report 
consists of 7 sections. An overall objective of this workshop was to involve 
stakeholders for wider dissemination of first Annual Report of PRSP-II. 
Objectives of the workshop are as follows; 

 
I. Share the key Findings of trends in Budgeted expenditures of Pro Poor 

Sectors.    
 

II. Deliberate on the highlights of Non Budgeted expenditures occurred in FY     
2008-09 

 
III. Highlight key outcome and output indicators of PRSP II.   
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3. Proceeding of the workshop  

First session of Dissemination workshop of Annual Progress Report PRSP –II FY 
2008-09 commenced with recitation from Holy Quran. Joint Secretary Mr. Mahmood 
Akhtar (External Finance- Policy)/National Project Director Strengthening Poverty 
Reduction Monitoring Project (SPRSMP) welcomed the Participants  of 
dissemination workshop and emphasized on the importance of Monitoring and 
Evaluation mechanism devised for PRSP in his opening remarks. The Workshop 
was formally opened and chaired by Ms. Saba Gul Khattak. Dr. Aliya H. Khan co-
chaired proceedings of the workshop. The dissemination workshop was attended by 
58 participants; 21 from donor and civil society organizations, 21 from Public Sector 
organizations, 12 Researchers and Consultants and 02 from media organizations.        

3(a) Summary   

Second session proceeded with presentation on pro poor Budgetary expenditures 
presented by Dr. Naveeda Salam.  In her presentation she briefed the participants on 
9 pillars of PRSP – II, Monitoring & Evaluation system of the project, Expenditure 
tracking mechanism, description of 17 pro poor sectors. She further explained 
allocations for pro poor sectors, comparison of the same for FY 2007-08 and 2008-09, 
changing patterns in expenditures, sector wise deviation in allocation and 
expenditure.  Dr. Naveeda shared analysis of GDP share; allocation of budgets and 
variance in expenditures for Education and Health sectors. (Presentation enclosed –
Annex-II)     

Questions Answer session followed by the Presentation was pertained to comments, 
recommendations and queries. Synthesis of this Q&A session is as follows;  

I. Inputs should be contextualized  with  various macro economic factors  
captured in Monitoring & Evaluation systems of PRSP.  

II. Poverty head count ratio should be closely linked with expenditure tracking 
for pro poor sectors.       

III. Economic & Social indicators should also be linked with progress on MDGs.    
IV. Appropriate policy measures should be taken and fundamental attention 

must be given by the policy makers, Planners, Researchers to improve budget 
deviations being occurred.  

V. Despite the financial crunch in FY 2008/09, pro-poor expenditures as 
a percentage of GDP has been maintained far above the limitation 
imposed by the Fiscal Responsibility and Debt Limitation Act (FRDLA).

iv. Subsidies given under Utility Stores Corporation are reported in the 
overall subsidies program provided by the Govt.

Dr. Aliya H Khan, in her concluding Remarks congratulated the SPRSMP team for 
organizing dissemination of Annual Progress Report of Poverty Reduction Strategy 
Paper II and appreciated active participation of representatives from various 
National, International, Media and Public organizations who have added value to 
the process through sharing their point of views and recommendations.
