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gender targeted expenditures. Moreover, these gender targeted expenditures should be 
complemented with pro-women expenditures to promote greater gender equality and 
empowerment in the province. 
 
Historically, NWFP has the highest share of female targeted expenditures and effective 
targeting with other factors helped to improve the socioeconomic indicators in NWFP. For 
instance, the Pakistan Living Standard Measurement Survey (PSLMS) 2006-07 shows 
that NWFP is better that Sindh and Baluchistan with respect to gross enrolment rates and 
immunization of children despite the resistance from a specific group against female 
education. 
 
In the context of Pakistan, both gender targeted and pro-women expenditures either 
contribute to greater gender equality or highlight the causes of gender differences. For 
instance, female and male targeted expenditures on education clearly highlight the policy 
focus of the government and show whether these are equitable or not and also whether 
these expenditures reduce or increase gender equality in education outputs and 
outcomes. The increase in women targeted expenditure is a positive move in the budget 
that would affect marginalized segments of the society, largely women, positively. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 

The word ‘budget’ was invented during the 19th century and at present is used for the 
financial plans of the government for an upcoming period. It is a technical instrument that 
compiles the income and expenditure of the government. In fact, it is the most important 
policy statement reflecting the direction of underlying national policy. It is drafted at 
regular Intervals by the executive and tabled in the legislature for approval, normally on 
an annual basis. It outlines the government's view of the socio-economic state of the 
nation. It is a declaration of the government's fiscal, financial and economic objectives and 
reflects its socioeconomic priorities. Moreover, it serves the purposes of redistribution of 
income, macroeconomic stabilization, and the allocation of financial resources for various 
government functions. As citizens, we depend on the government to provide crucial 
services and infrastructure like new roads, schools, hospitals and likewise. Although a 
budget appears to be a gender-neutral policy instrument, it affects different people–
women, men, boys and girls–differently. The purpose of bringing a gender perspective to 
the budget is to ensure that budgets and associated economic policies address the needs 
of women and men, girls and boys of different backgrounds equitably, and attempt to 
narrow any social and economic gaps that exist between them. 
 
In view of the increasing calls for promoting gender equality and of gender sensitivity in the 
formation, implementation and monitoring of the budget, the Government of Pakistan, with 
the technical and financial support of UNDP Pakistan and Swiss Agency for Development 
and Cooperation (SDC), have initiated the Strengthening PRS Monitoring Project (2008-
2012). The objective of the project is to strengthen institutional capacities for results-
based monitoring and evaluation of poverty reduction strategies at Federal and Provincial 
levels. Gender Responsive Budgeting is one of the major components of this project. 
 
This study is part of the efforts of Strengthening PRS Monitoring project to promote 
gender equality through greater awareness related to gender sensitivity of the budgets. 
The aim of the study is to unpack the budgetary information obtained from published 
federal and provincial documents with respect to gender equality. It also aims to provide a 
snapshot of governments’ budgetary priorities from a gender perspective. This is based 
on the fact that some public services are more important for women than for men or vice 
versa. For instance, health in general, maternity care and child welfare in particular are 
more important for women than men. Thus a primary focus of the study will be an analysis 
of the differentials in the resource allocations of ministries on males and females. 
 
The scope of study is limited. The study covers federal expenditures1 for the fiscal years 
2004-05, 2007-08 and 2008-09 and provincial expenditures for the fiscal years 2007-08 
and 2008-09, however, it relies only on budget documents published by the Finance 
Division, Government of Pakistan and by the respective provincial finance departments.

The study is divided into seven sections. The first section presents the introduction that 
also contains the objective of the study, methodology and analytical framework for gender 
analysis of the budget. Part A (section 2 and 3) covers the federal budget and Part B 
(section 4, 5, and 6) cover the provincial budgets. Section 2 analyses broad categories of 
the federal budget. The gender dimensions of federal budgetary resources are illustrated 
in the section 3. Section 4 gives the composition of the provincial expenditures followed 
by gender analysis of the provincial budgets in section 5. Section 6 focuses on gender 
analysis of Education, Health and Population Welfare of the provincial budgets. The last, 
section 7, gives the overall conclusions and recommendations. 
 
1.1 Methodology 
While the budget has two sides: revenue and expenditures, unpacking of the budgets 
through gender lens focused mostly on the analysis of public expenditure. Limited 
attention has been paid to the revenue side of the budget largely due to the different roles 
of revenue generating instruments. The methods for the analysis of expenditure have so 
far been developed by a group of feminist economists drawing on their experiences of 
raising awareness on gender and budgets in Australia and South Africa.  
 
1.2 Review of Methodology   
This section provides an overview of methodological frameworks used in the analysis of 
public expenditures. These frameworks can be categorized into two broad categories: 
three-way categorization of expenditure as developed by Rhonda Sharp; and analysis of 
public expenditures through the Commonwealth Secretariat (CommSec) ‘gender-
disaggregated tools developed by Diane Elson.  
 

1.2.1 Three-way categorization of expenditure 
Australian economist Ronda Sharp (1998) provides a framework for the analysis of public 
expenditures through gender lens.  According to this analytical framework, public 
expenditures can be divided into three categories: (i) expenditures specifically targeted at 
women, (ii) expenditure for equal employment opportunities within the public sector, and 
(iii) mainstream budget expenditure. These three categories add up to hundred percent of 
the budget. The mainstream budgetary expenditures have to be judged for their gendered 
impact. The strong assumption beneath this analytical framework is that all public 
expenditure, if not proved otherwise, have gendered impact. It is criticized on the ground 
that some public expenditure cannot be gender partitioned for instance defense 
expenditures, subsidies on electricity and the like are difficult to divide into male and 
female break-up, as they are non-trivial in their consumption. 
 

1.2.2 Public expenditure analysis through GRB tools 
Under the CommSec pilot, Diane Elson developed following six tools mostly to analyze 
expenditure of the ministries of health, education and population welfare. 
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1. Gender-aware policy appraisal  

2. Gender-disaggregated beneficiary assessments  

3. Gender-aware medium-term economic policy framework (MTEF)  

4.  Gender-disaggregated analysis of the budget on time use 

5. Gender-disaggregated public expenditure incidence analysis 

6.  Gender-responsive budget statement 

These tools are further classified as pre- and post-budget tools. Pre-budget tools focus on 
the analysis of the potential gender impact of government expenditure that can be fed into 
budget formulation. Post-budget tools concentrate on the analysis of the impact of on-
going government programmes and budgets on the lines of men, women, boys and girls. 
 

1.3 Analytical Framework for the study 
The analytical framework for the study is slightly different from Sharp’s framework that 
was followed in Australian and South African gender budgets. This study divides public 
expenditures into two broad categories: (i) service related expenditure, and (ii) non-
services related expenditures. Non-services related expenditures included foreign and 
domestic debt servicing, superannuation allowances and pensions, and grants in aid and 
adjustments between federal and provincial governments. Services related expenditures 
have been classified into three categories. “Category I” includes budgetary allocations 
that are specifically targeted to girls and women, boys and men. “Category II” includes 
pro-women expenditures those that may not have been exclusively targeted to women but 
contain components so as to benefit women more than other programs. They may also 
contain elements of women's empowerment. Finally, “Category III” includes the rest of the 
allocations or the mainstream budget.  

 
It is important to note that the first and third categories of expenditure broadly conform to 
Sharp’s framework, but the difference arises in the second category. Given the relatively 
low socioeconomic status of women and unavailability of sex disaggregated employment 
opportunity this category has great relevance to Pakistan. Inclusions of expenditures in 
this category are based on three criteria: positive impact on women’s employment 
opportunities, positive impact on women’s workload and positive impact on overall 
gender-relation. 
 
1.4 Sources of data 
The study mainly focuses on the unpacking of the budgets of the fiscal year 2004-05, 
2007-08 and 2008-09 in terms of overall and gender focused expenditures based on 
budget documents published by Finance Division, Government of Pakistan for the 
‘Federal Part’ and budget (2007-08 & 2008-09) by Finance departments of the respective 
provincial governments for the ‘Provincial Part’. The analysis is based on the detailed 
budgetary allocation and expenditure pattern as recorded in the “Details of Demand for 
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Grants and Appropriations, 2005-06 and 2008-09” both Volume I & II, “Public Sector 
Development Programme (PSDP)” and “Budget in brief” at federal level and the detailed 
budgetary allocation and expenditure pattern (2007-08 & 2008-09) as recorded in the 
“Annual Budget Statement”, “Details of expenditure” (all volumes), and the “Annual 
Development Programme (ADP)” of each province.  
The budget documents for 2005-06 and 2008-09, report three sets of expenditures: 
budget and revised estimates for 2004-05, 2007-08 and budget estimates for 2008-09. 
The revised estimates are the annual estimates for the expenditures based on 6-8 months 
spending and planned expenditures for the remaining period of the fiscal year.   
 
Federal and Provincial budget documents can easily be clubbed into two broad 
categories: summery documents (like Federal Budget in Brief, Annual Budget Statements, 
and Provincial budgets) and detailed documents (like Demand for Grants and 
Appropriations). Later set of documents provide budgetary information under three heads: 
(1) Functional Classification; (2) Object Classification, and (3) Entities. Functional 
classification provided a perspective about the purpose on which money will be spent like 
general public service, defence affairs etc. Object-wise classification further shows that 
whether money will be spent on salary or non-salary expenditures. Finally, entities 
provides further details related to objects like break up of salary expenditures into 
allowances and basic pays of officers and support staff. Gender disaggregated break up, 
however, of these expenditures were not reported in these documents. Therefore, the 
unpacking of the budget in terms of object classification cum entity classification is not 
possible on the basis of these documents.  Moreover, this kind of unpacking has a limited 
scope and only provide sex-disaggregated information about the service provider not 
about the user of services. The review of the budget through gender lens can be done 
according to functional classification as described in analytical framework.  
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2. ANALYSIS OF FEDERAL BUDGETS 
Broadly speaking Pakistan’s budget has two parts: current and development. The current 
expenditure is prepared by the Ministry of Finance (MoF) and the development budget is 
formulated by the Planning Commission (PC), both in conjunction with the line ministries. 
The current expenditures comprise of government allocated funds for various functions 
such as health care, education, agriculture, justice, defence and so on. These 
expenditures are on goods and services that are consumed immediately, like wages of 
civil servants or supplies of educational materials for schools. The share of total 
expenditures allocated to each sector is a key indicator of spending priorities for a given 
year and of shifts in priorities over a period of time. These expenditures priorities also 
have direct or indirect impact on gender relations. Development expenditures comprise 
money spent on the purchase of goods that can be used to produce other goods, for 
example machinery or infrastructure.  
 
2.1 Summary of Federal Expenditures  
The budget 2008-09 was presented in the backdrop of a complex macroeconomic 
situation and greater expectations from all segments of the society. On the 
macroeconomic front, the country riddled with burgeoning double digit inflation, high and 
unsustainable current and fiscal deficits, and unprecedented reliance on money printing to 
finance budget deficit.  On the microeconomic side, the inflation hit large segment of the 
society who otherwise were expecting relief packages, increase in incomes, better 
employment opportunities, income support and relatively stable prices. Since, the inflation 
and slowdown in GDP growth affect women and girls more than boys and men, greater 
gender sensitive actions were expected in the budget. In order to examine the gender 
aspects of the budget in totality we begin with an overall review of expenditures of the 
federal government and then move to highlight the gender face of the budget.   
 
Table 1 presents the comparative position of the budget and revised estimates of federal 
expenditure for the years 2004-05 & 2007-08 and the budget estimates for 2008-09. The 
overall federal expenditure during 2008-09 has been estimated at Rs. 1,866.2 billion as 
compared to budget estimates of Rs. 848.8 billion and Rs. 1391.4 for 2004-05 and 2007-
08 respectively.  While the current expenditure shows a marginal decline of 1.5 percent 
over the revised estimates of 2007-08, the development expenditure increased by almost 
29 percent in 2008-09 over the revised estimates of 2007-08. 
 
The bulk of current expenditure has been placed under General Public Service 
(expenditures on debt servicing, pensions and the like) that amount to Rs. 929.5 billion 
followed by Defence Rs. 296.1 billion, Economic services Rs. 201.2 billion, Public Order 
and Safety Rs. 26.8 billion, Education Rs. 24.6 billion, Health Rs. 5.5 billion and others2 
Rs. 9.6 billion. The comparison of budget and revised estimates for 2004-05, 2007-08 and 
2008-09 indicates variations in growth of different heads; however the pattern of current 
expenditure is more or less same in these years (see Table 1).

Apparently, the current expenditures side of the budget shows relative increase in General 
Public Service expenditures and Defence Affairs & Services. This can be accounted by the 
facts that the government announced a twenty percent increase in salaries and borrowed 
excessively from the central bank during this period that resulted in an immediate increase in 
domestic debt servicing. The salary increase may affect women positively as an increase in 
the household earning would provide a cushion to avoid the negative impacts of inflation. 
However, one can expect greater actions in development budget that may be used to 
advance gender equality more than current expenditures. 
 
2.2 Composition of Federal Expenditures  
Table 2 show compositions of the budget and the revised estimates of federal expenditure 
for the years 2004-05 & 2007-08 and the budget estimates for 2008-09. The overall 
federal expenditure can be divided into current and development expenditures, of which 
more than 80 percent are current expenditures and almost 20 percent are development 
expenditures. The bulk of current expenditure falls under General Public Service , which 
constitute 49.8 percent of total expenditures followed by Defense 15.9 percent, Economic 
services 10.8 percent, Public Order and Safety 1.4 percent, Education 1.3 percent, Health 
0.3 percent and others 0.6 percent. 
 
It is important to note that more than 75% of the General Public Service expenditures or 
almost half of the current expenditures are non-services expenditures which include foreign 
and domestic debt servicing, superannuation allowances and pensions, and grants in aid 
and adjustments between federal and provincial governments. Although, these non-service 
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delivery expenditures have macroeconomic implications as well as gender, however, the 
analysis of these implications is beyond the scope of this exercise.

3. GENDER SENSITIVE ANALYSIS OF FEDERAL BUDGET 
It is important to note that significant share of public expenditure at federal level are spent on 
non-services related expenditures included debt servicing (both foreign and domestic), 
superannuation allowances and pensions, and grants in aid and adjustments between 
federal and provincial governments. The gender analysis of these implications is beyond the 
scope of this exercise. The rest of the study will be based on gender analysis of services 
related expenditures.  
 
3.1 Three Way Categorization of Federal Budget 
Table-3 presents the three-way categorization of federal budgets. Three trends emerge 
from the statistics: (1) there is not much difference in gender targeted expenditures in 
2004-05 and 2007-08, which are more or less the same, while there is a big increase in 
gender targeted expenditures in 2008-09; (2) the revised estimates of gender targeted 
expenditures are less than the budgeted expenditures in both years 2004-05 and 2007-
08; and (3) pro-women expenditures grew faster than gender targeted expenditures in 
2007-08 as compared to 2004-05.  
According to revised estimates, of the total services related budget for 2007-08, only Rs. 
10.5 billion or 1.5 percent of services related budget can be classified as targeted 
expenditures either for female or male (see Annex 1 for details). This amount further goes 
down in revised estimates to Rs. 9.9 billion as compare to budgeted allocation of Rs. 10.5 
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billion. Women and girls specific allocations are more than seven and half billion rupees is 
both budgeted and revised allocation for 2007-08. Similarly, men and boys specific 
expenditures are slightly more than Rs. 2 billion or only 0.3 percent of the services related 
expenditures during 2007-08 (see Table 3).

In order to address gender equity, budget 2008-09 shows a hefty increase in women 
specific expenditures, which grew to Rs. 44.5 billion in 2008-09 from Rs. 7.6 billion in 
2007-08 resulting in an increase in share from 0.7 percent to 4.7 percent. The hefty 
increase in budget 2008-09 in women specific expenditures is because of the official 
launching of the Benazir Income Support Programme (BISP) in 2008-09 which exclusively 
focuses on women. Compared to exclusively women's specific expenditure, the proportion 
of pro-women budget is relatively lower in the overall budget. It ranges between 0.4 to 0.6 
percent of the services related budget (see Table 3). 
 
 In the context of Pakistan, both gender targeted and pro-women expenditures either 
contribute in greater gender equality or highlight the causes of existing gender 
differences. For instance, female and male targeted expenditures on education clearly 
highlight the policy focus of the government and reflect whether these are equitable or 
not, whether these expenditures contribute towards reducing or increasing gender 
equality in education outputs and outcomes. The increase in women targeted expenditure 
is a positive move that would affect the marginalized segment of the society largely, 
women positively. 
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In contrast, some of the pro-women expenditures may also be targeted towards men but 
such expenditures benefit women more than men and therefore can be classified as pro-
women expenditures. For instance, expenditures on contraceptive devices like condoms 
may not be targeted towards women but they help reduce the child bearing burden, 
provide opportunities for child spacing therefore resulting in increased opportunities for 
women to participate in paid jobs.  
 
3.2 Ministries-wise Gender Specific and Pro-women Expenditures 
Table-4 presents the ministry-wise break-up of gender specific and pro-women 
expenditures. It is, however, to be noted that the gender classification of the overall 
budget has been made on a relatively macro perspective of Details of Demand for Grants 
and Appropriations (Pink Book) of the Ministry of Finance as a reference. Some ministries 
have incorporated women's components at the lower level, e.g. directorate of girls/boys 
education, etc. The main issue here is of adequacy of public expenditures and whether 
these programs reinforce women's traditional roles or try to change them towards being 
more equitable. 
 
It is important to note that Ministry of Women Development (MoWD), Health and 
Education are the main sources of gender specific expenditures, while Ministry of 
Population Welfare is the main ministry for pro-women expenditures. Three trends 
emerge from the statistics: (1) there is a substantial growth in gender targeted 
expenditures of HEC, Health and Education divisions in 2007-08 and 2008-09 as 
compare to 2004-05; (2) massive decline in expenditure of MoWD in 2007-08 and 2008-
09 as compare to 2004-05; and (3) Benazir Income Support Programme is the main 
source of growth in gender targeted expenditures in 2008-09 as compare to 2004-05 and 
2007-08. The main reason for the decline in gender specific expenditures of MoWD is the 
completion of number of women specific programme in 2004-05 and lack of new mega 
initiatives.

3.3 Gender Sensitive Analysis of Education and Health Budget 
Sustainable development of the nations and its regions begins with the development of its 
human resources. It is generally believed that access to education and health services 
are amongst the basic rights of every individual, which contains several positive 
externalities. A large fraction of Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) cannot be 
achieved without female access to educational opportunities and health facilities.  In 
addition, access to these services assumes prime importance for empowerment of 
women. With the transformation of the world economy into a knowledge-based economy, 
it has become evident that human capital is the most important resource for economic 
development as well. Together with education, health is considered as a critical 
determinant of economic productivity. 
 
According to the Constitution of Pakistan, health is part of the Concurrent Legislative list. 
Thus both Federal and Provincial governments have a role in health service delivery. With 
the promulgation of Local Government Ordinances 2001, responsibility for health services 
has been devolved to the district as well, with the district governments largely entrusted 
with the responsibility of planning and delivering primary health services to the people. 
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The formal objectives and responsibilities of the Federal Ministry of Education are set by 
the Constitution, and by the “Rules of Business 1973”, as modified by subsequent 
Ordinances. In terms of public finances, federal education budget can be grouped into 
those under the recurrent budget and the development budget.  Recurrent budget 
programmes are: university education, education in the Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT), 
national policy function, curriculum development, donor coordination, and monitoring and 
evaluation. Under the development budget: the Education Sector Reforms (ESR) 
Programme, the Non Formal Basic Education (NFBE) and Madrassa Reforms 
programmes, Cadet Colleges, the National Education Census and National Education 
Management Information Systems (NEMIS). While recurrent budget of Higher Education 
Commission (HEC) is an integral part of the Ministry of Education (MoE) budgets, the 
development budget for the HEC is transferred directly from the Ministry of Finance to the 
HEC, and therefore is not under the remit of MoE.   
 
At federal level, Ministry of Health (MoH) is responsible for national policy formulation, 
resource allocation and overall planning, coordination and monitoring of services. Much of 
the federal ministry’s ability to influence gender equality in access to health comes 
through its role in design of national health policy, and how it uses spending programmes 
to maintain a uniform standard of health status in line with International standards.  
Federal government provides support for prevention and control of communicable 
diseases like Malaria, TB, HIV/AIDS, and Hepatitis, six diseases affecting children under 
an immunization programme, diarrheal diseases and other gastro-intestinal diseases.  
The Lady Health Worker Programme is also intended to support even standards in basic 
primary care nationally. 
 
Table 5 shows the gender specific and total expenditures of Education, Health and Higher 
Education Commission (HEC) in 2004-05, 2007-08 and 2008-09. The total budget and 
revised estimates of expenditure on these sectors reflect a substantial increase in 2007-
08 and 2008-09 as compared to 2004-05. On the positive side, the share of gender 
specific expenditures of Education affairs and services has gone up from less than 5 
percent in 2004-05 to 11.7 and 14.1 percent in 2007-08 and 2008-09 respectively. In 
contrast to education, share of gender specific expenditure has declined in HEC and 
Health.

3.4 Benazir Income Support Programme (BISP) 
The government has launched a new programme to be known as “Benazir Income 
Support Programme” to protect the poor and vulnerable from the changes of price hike 
especially in food prices. The time line of the program is 2008-09 to 2012-13. Under the 
programme the government has allocated Rs. 34 billion which be raised to Rs. 50 billion 
to be given to the poorest of the poor.  
 
The salient features of the programme are: 
 

a) Cash grant of Rs. 1,000 per month will be given to each qualifying household. 
b) Selection will be done through the computerized NADRA database under set 

criteria. 
c) Computerized National identity Card (CNIC) will be used as well as their thumb 

impression. 
d) Its unique feature is that the payment of grant will be made only to the women of 

the family from the nearest bank or post office. 
e) Those who do not have CNIC will be encouraged to apply for a card free of cost. 
f) Data will be continuously updated to include eligible households. 
g) The beneficiaries of Benazir Card will also be provided, in due course, other 

welfare facilities like employment, skill development training for family youth, 
medical insurance, and food subsidy. 

 
According to the budget speech by the Finance Minster, the programme will support the 
poorest of the poor. The government has planned to identify the beneficiaries under set 
criteria and identify through Computerized National Identity Card (CNIC) and will be 
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provided Benazir Card. The CNIC database has record of name, location (down to village 
level), gender, age, education level, marital status, occupation and disability. Although, 
the CNIC application form does not have any income or expenditure related variable 
which could be used to identify ‘poor’, however, the selection is based on demographic 
indicators like gender, illiteracy, physical disability etc. 
 
There is a danger that poorest of the poor are likely to be the ones without CNIC’s. In 
order to address this caveat, government will provide free CNIC through mobile swift 
centres for poor people living in far-flung areas. According to the documents of the 
program, the federal government will itself implement the program with the active 
involvement of members of the parliaments.    
 
General perception and empirical evidence highlight that due to socio-cultural practices 
burden of inflation largely fall on women. It affects their food consumption pattern and 
result in greater malnourishment and increased feminization of poverty. In order to 
address this issue BISP focuses only on women. The program will potentially cater to the 
needs of the poor and vulnerable women. The support of Rs. 1000 to the poor 
households is adequate and is likely to provide relief to the poor in existing inflationary 
pressures. The said amount was critically calculated by the SPDC and proposed in the 
SPDC Report ‘Fiscal Policy Choice for budget 2008-09’.  
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4. ANALYSIS OF PROVINCIAL BUDGETS 
Broadly speaking, provincial budgets have two parts: Current Expenditures and 
Development Expenditures. The Current Expenditures is prepared by the Provinces 
Finance Departments and the Development Expenditures is formulated by the Planning 
and Development Departments (P&DD), both in conjunction with their ministries. The 
Current Expenditures comprise of government allocated funds to various functions such 
as health care, education, agriculture, justice, defence and so on. These expenditures are 
for goods and services that are consumed immediately such as the wages of civil 
servants or supplies of educational materials for schools. The share of total expenditures 
allocated to each sector is a key indicator of spending priorities for a given year and of 
shifts in priorities over a period of time. These expenditures priorities also have a direct or 
indirect impact on gender relations. Development Expenditures comprise money spent on 
the purchase of goods that can be used to produce other goods, for example machinery 
or infrastructure. 
 
4.1 Composition of Provincial Expenditures  
The budget 2008-09 was presented in the backdrop of a complex macroeconomic 
situation and greater expectations from all segments of the society. On the 
macroeconomic front, the country was riddled with burgeoning double digit inflation, high 
and unsustainable current and fiscal deficits, and an unprecedented reliance on printing 
money to finance the budget deficit.  On the microeconomic side, the inflation-hit segment 
of the society were expecting relief packages, increase in incomes, better employment 
opportunities, income support and relatively stable prices. Since inflation and a slowdown 
in GDP growth affects both females and males, greater gender sensitive actions were 
expected in the budget. In order to look at gender aspects of the provincial budgets in 
totality, we begin with the expenditures of provincial governments and then move onto 
highlight the gender face of the budget.   
 
4.2 Composition of Provincial Expenditures: Punjab 
Table 6 presents the comparative position of the budget and revised estimates of 
expenditures of Government of Punjab for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. The overall 
expenditure during 2008-09 has been estimated at Rs. 416.9 billion of which more than 
three-fifths are current expenditures and less than two-fifths are development 
expenditures. In contrast to the federal government, both current and development 
expenditures show growth of 11 and 13 percent respectively over the revised estimates of 
2007-08.  It is important to note that more than 63% of the total budget is planned to be 
spent on service related expenditures, which have direct and greater gender implications 
in relation to non- service related expenditures.  For example, government spending on 
primary health care is likely to generate more income for females than spending it on debt 
servicing. Moreover, these expenditures provide subsidized public services, which is a 
form of “in kind transfers”. These “in-kind transfers” improve the current well-being of the 
recipients, and enhance their income-earning potential and their ability to undertake other 
tasks.

4.3 Composition of Provincial Expenditures: Sindh 
Table 7 presents the comparative position of the budget and revised estimates of the 
expenditures of the Government of Sindh for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. The overall 
expenditure during 2008-09 has been estimated at Rs 236 billion of which more than 
three-fourths are current expenditures and less than one-fourth are development 
expenditures. In contrast to both the federal government and the Government of Punjab, 
development expenditures in Sindh show a decline of 4 percent, while current 
expenditures show a growth of 10 percent over the revised estimates of 2007-08.  Similar 
to Punjab in Sindh also more than two-thirds of the total budget is planned to be spent on 
service related expenditures. It is important to note that growth in service related 
expenditures is relatively higher (8 percent) than in non-services related expenditures (5 
percent).

4.4 Composition of Provincial Expenditures: NWFP 
Table 8 presents the comparative position of the budget and revised estimates of the 
expenditures of the Government of NWFP for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. The overall 
expenditures during 2008-09 have been estimated at Rs. 94.4 billion of which more than 
seventy percent are current expenditures and less than thirty percent are development 
expenditures. Similar to the Government of Punjab, both current and development 
expenditures in NWFP show a growth of 10 and 32 percent respectively over the revised 
estimates of 2007-08. It is important to note that growth in service related expenditures is 
much higher (24 percent) than non-services related expenditures (6 percent).

4.5 Composition of Provincial Expenditures: Baluchistan 
Table 9 presents the comparative position of the budget and revised estimates of 
expenditures of the Government of Baluchistan for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. The 
overall expenditure during 2008-09 have been estimated at Rs. 63.3 billion of which more 
than three-fourths are current expenditures and less than one-fourth are development 
expenditures. Similar to the Governments of Punjab and NWFP, both current and 
development expenditures in Baluchistan show a growth of 19 and 25 percent 
respectively over the revised estimates of 2007-08. It is important to note that growth in 
service related expenditures is relatively higher (25 percent) than non-services related 
expenditures (13 percent).

5. GENDER SENSITIVE ANALYSIS OF THE BUDGETS 
It is important to note that a significant share of public expenditure, both at the federal and 
provincial levels, are spent on non-services related expenditures included debt servicing 
(both foreign and domestic), superannuation allowances and pensions, and grants in aid 
and adjustments between the federal and provincial governments. The gender analysis of 
these implications is beyond the scope of this exercise. The rest of the study will be based 
on gender analysis of services related expenditures.   
 
5.1 Gender sensitive analysis of Provincial Budgets: Punjab 
Table 10 presents the three way classification of the services related budget of the 
Government of Punjab, as outlined in the analytical framework of the study, for the year 
2007-08 and 2008-09. According to revised estimates of the total services related budget 
for 2007-08, female-specific expenditures are Rs. 3.7 billion or 1.8 percent of the services 
related budget. Similar to the federal budget, male-specific expenditures are only Rs. 0.4 
billion or only 0.2 percent of the services related expenditures during 2007-08. In order to 
address gender equity, budget 2008-09 shows a hefty increase in female-specific 
expenditures in Punjab as well, budgeted to grow to Rs. 6.2 billion in 2008-09 from Rs. 
3.6 billion in 2007-08 and result in an increase in share from 1.8 percent to 2.3 percent. 
This increase is largely attributed to higher gender related expenditure in education (see 
table 10) and Punjab Food Support Programme launched in 2008-09 for the poor. It is 
important to note that the share of male-specific expenditures also increased from 0.2 
percent in 2007-08 to 1 percent of the services related expenditures in 2008-09. 
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Compared to exclusive female-specific expenditures, the proportion of the pro-women 
budget is relatively lower in the overall budget. Although in absolute terms it nominally 
growing, its share is almost constant at 0.8 percent of the services related budget during 
2007-08 and 2008-09.  
 
The increase in female and male-specific expenditures in Punjab is a positive move that 
allow us to know the amount that the government allocates for female and male segments 
of the society rather than putting all the money in a gender blind manner. Although the 
share of female targeted allocations is higher than male targeted allocation, given the 
level of gender inequality, it needs to be raised further.  Moreover, there should be greater 
emphasis on pro-women expenditures like expenditures on day-care centres and 
population welfare to promote female participation in paid activities that largely promote 
their empowerment in the long-run.

5.2 Gender sensitive analysis of Provincial Budgets: Sindh 
Table 11 presents the three way classification of the services related budget of the 
Government of Sindh for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. According to revised estimates 
of the total services related budget for 2007-08, female-specific expenditures are Rs. 2.5 
billion or 1.7 percent of the services related budget. In contrast to federal and other 
provincial governments, male-specific expenditures are almost equal to female-specific 
expenditure, Rs. 2.5 billion or 1.7 percent of the services related expenditures during 
2007-08. Budget 2008-09 shows a growth of 20 percent in female-specific expenditures, 
while 6.1 percent in male-specific expenditures.  Although, the share of male-specific 
expenditures is same during both years, the share of female-specific expenditures 
increased from 1.7 percent in 2007-08 to 1.9 percent in 2008-09.

Compared to exclusive female-specific expenditures, the proportion of pro-women budget 
is very low in the overall budget. In fact, in absolute terms it decreases from Rs.740 billion 
to a meagre Rs. 57 billion. In relative terms, the share of the pro-women expenditures 
declines from 0.5 percent in 2007-08 to nearly 0 percent of the services related budget 
during 2008-09. 
 
Stagnation in targeted gender-based expenditures in Sindh indicates that the Government 
of Sindh is less concerned about their female segment of the society rather are focused 
towards increasing the share of the general budget expenditures. This is assuming that 
these expenditures are gender neutral but the reality is that they are in fact gender blind. 
Following the example of the Government of NWFP, where gender targeted expenditures 
helped to improve socioeconomic indicators like girls enrolment, the Government of Sindh 
also needs to be focus more on gender targeted expenditures. Moreover, these gender 
targeted expenditures should be complemented with pro-women expenditures to promote 
greater gender equality and empowerment in the province. 
 
5.3 Gender sensitive analysis of Provincial Budgets: NWFP 
Table 12 presents the three way classification of the services related budget of the 
Government of NWFP for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. According to revised estimates 
for 2007-08, female-specific expenditures are Rs. 1.4 billion or more than 3 percent of 
services related budget. Male-specific expenditures are more than one billion rupees or 
2.5 percent of the services related expenditures during 2007-08. Budget 2008-09 shows 
more that female-specific expenditures have more than doubled, while there was a 23 
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percent decline in male-specific expenditures. As a result, the share of female-specific 
expenditure has gone up by 5.6 in 2008-09 compared to only 3.3 percent in 2007-08 while 
the share of male-specific expenditures declined from 2.5 percent to 1.6 percent of the 
services related expenditures. 
 
Compared to exclusive female specific expenditures, the proportion of the pro-women 
budget is very low in the overall budget. Although in absolute terms, it is growing 
nominally, its share is falling in the range of 1 to 1.3 percent of the services related budget 
during 2007-08 and 2008-09.  
 
Historically, the budget of the NWFP has the highest share of female targeted 
expenditures, which are serve to effectively improve the socioeconomic indicators in 
NWFP. For instance, the Pakistan Social and Living Standard Measurement (PSLM) 
Survey 2006-07 shows that NWFP is better that Sindh and Baluchistan with respect to 
gross enrolment rates and immunization of children despite the resistance from specific 
groups against female education.

5.4 Gender sensitive analysis of Provincial Budgets: Baluchistan 
Table 13 presents the three way classification of services related budget of the 
Government of Baluchistan for the year 2007-08 and 2008-09. According to revised 
estimates of the total services related budget for 2007-08, female-specific expenditures 
are Rs. 227.9 million or 0.7 percent of services related budget. Male-specific expenditures

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are Rs. 9.9 million or 0.03 percent of the services related expenditures during 2007-08. 
The budget for 2008-09 shows more than one and half times growth in female-specific 
expenditures, while more than a sevenfold increase in male-specific expenditures. As a 
result, the share of female-specific expenditures has gone up to 1.7 percent in 2008-09 
compared to only 0.7 percent in 2007-08 while the share of male-specific expenditures 
increased to 1.9 percent, more than female-specific expenditures. These statistics reflect 
that Baluchistan has the lowest share of female-specific expenditures in Pakistan in 2008-
09. 
 
Compared to exclusive female-specific expenditures, the proportion of the pro-women 
budget is very low in the overall budget. Although in absolute terms, it is growing 
nominally; its share is almost constant at 0.9 percent of the services related budget during 
2007-08 and 2008-09. 
 
The important message that emerges from this analysis is that the Government of 
Baluchistan has a greater focus on the male segment of society than the female. The 
allocation for male in 2008-09 is greater than for females, and the mainstream 
expenditures also positively affect males, which create a double disadvantage to the 
females of Baluchistan.

6.1 Gender Sensitive Analysis of Education Budget 
The sustainable development of a nation and its regions begins with the development of 
its human resources. The experience of developing countries shows that acquisition of 
knowledge and its effective utilization is a key driver of economic growth and poverty 
reduction. With the transformation of the world economy into a knowledge-based 
economy, it has become evident that human capital is the most important resource for 
economic development. 
 
The National Education Policy emphasizes increased enrolments in public sector schools, 
removing urban-rural and gender imbalances, improving the quality of education at all 
levels particularly through curriculum reform, strengthening higher education, providing for 
demand-driven education and encouraging private sector participation. Guided by the 
principle of gender equality the following subsection provides analysis of the provincial 
education budgets. 
  
6.2 Provincial Government’s role in Education 
The provincial governments, and through them the district governments, are 
constitutionally the main public providers of education. They manage public sector 
schools and Colleges, employ teachers, supply educational materials, and carry out a 
wide range of ancillary education programmes (for example, school feeding, in-service 
teacher training). 
 
6.2.1 Punjab Education Budget and Sex Specific Expenditures 
Table 14 presents the overall and gender specific expenditure of the Government of 
Punjab for year 2007-08 and 2008-09. In contrast to public spending on education by the 
federal government, spending on education in Punjab is greater for females as compared 
to males in both of the years. In 2007-08, 7.5 percent of the education budget in Punjab 
was allocated to both males and females, which increased to 13.3 percent in 2008-09. 
The share of female-specific expenditures increased to 7.7 in 2008-09 from 5.7 percent in 
2007-08. The male-specific expenditures increased from 1.8 percent in 2007-08 to 5.6 
percent in 2008-09.

6.2.2 Sindh Education Budget and Sex Specific Expenditures 
Table 15 presents overall and sex specific expenditure of Government of the Sindh for 
year 2007-08 and 2008-09. Similar to Punjab, public spending on education in Sindh is 
relatively higher for girls and women as compared to boys and men in both years. In 
2007-08, more than one-third (34.5 percent) of the education budget in Sindh can be 
allocated to both male and female, which decreased to 26.1 percent in 2008-09. The 
share of female specific expenditure decreased to 13.3 percent in 2008-09 from 18 
percent in 2007-08. The male specific expenditures decreased from 16.4 percent in 2007-
08 to 12.8 percent in 2008-09.

6.2.3 NWFP Education Budget and Sex Specific Expenditures 
Table 16 presents overall and gender specific expenditures of the Government of NWFP 
for years 2007-08 and 2008-09. Similar to Punjab and Sindh, public spending on 
education in NWFP is also higher for females as compared to males in both years. In 
2007-08, 20 percent of the education budget in NWFP was allocated to both males and 
females, which increased to 28.7 percent in 2008-09. The share of female-specific 
expenditures increased to 19 percent in 2008-09 from 9.7 percent in 2007-08. The male-
specific expenditures decreased from 13.8 percent in 2007-08 to 9.7 percent in 2008-09.

6.2.4 Baluchistan Education Budget and Sex Specific Expenditures 
Table 17 presents overall and gender specific expenditures of the Government of 
Baluchistan for the years 2007-08 and 2008-09. Similar to other provinces, public 
spending on education in Baluchistan is also higher for females as compared to males in 
both years. In 2007-08, only 2 percent of the education budget in Baluchistan can be 
allocated to both male and female, which increased to 27.0 percent in 2008-09. The share 
of female-specific expenditures increased to 10 percent in 2008-09 from 1.7 percent in 
2007-08. The male-specific expenditures increased from 0.3 percent in 2007-08 to 17 
percent in 2008-09.

6.3 Gender and Public Spending on Health 
According to the Constitution of Pakistan, health is a part of the Concurrent Legislative 
list. Thus both the federal and provincial governments have a role in health service 
delivery. With the promulgation of Local Government Ordinances 2001, responsibility for 
health services has been devolved to the district as well, with district governments being 
entrusted with the responsibility of planning and delivering largely primary health services 
to the people.  
 
Health is primarily the responsibility of provincial governments and the majority of care 
delivery is funded and managed at the provincial levels.  While the provincial 
governments are included in the national planning and priority setting processes through 
the Planning Commission, the Ministry of Health has little direct influence on these 
services.  There is a vast network of health care facilities under the control of provincial 
health departments. 
 
The recurrent health budget consists of the spending of health departments followed by 
medical services and public health. Each category allocates a budget to health units and 
to attached and autonomous bodies.  Autonomous bodies receive one-line budget 
allocations which are not divided into object items.  The development budget contains 
development expenditures of health division/departments. The development budget 
contains budget allocations for capital projects in the Islamabad Capital Territory, funding 
for national programmes (e.g. rollback malaria control programme). The majority of the 
development budget relates to public health programmes.  Six of the most importance 
programmes are the Lady Health Workers Programme, the national tuberculosis, 
immunization, nutrition, malaria and HIV/AIDs programmes. 
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Table 18 shows the amount and share of female-specific allocations in provincial budgets. 
The provincial government of Punjab spends a sizeable amount on female-specific health 
services in absolute and relative terms. The key initiatives of the provincial government 
are; National Maternal Newborn and Child Health (MNCH) Programme, National 
Programme for Family planning and Primary Health Care, Reproductive Health Project, 
Punjab, Punjab Safe Motherhood Initiative Project, and Punjab Integrated Primary Health 
Care Model.

The National Programme for Family Planning and Primary Health Care is a community 
based gender initiative through of the Ministry of Health through which promotive, 
preventive and some curative basic health services are provided to the rural population of 
Pakistan through Lady Health Workers on a house-to-house basis. Similarly, National 
Maternal, Neonatal and child Health Programme is designed to address issues related to 
reproductive health. The primary aim of both these programmes is to reduce maternal and 
infant mortality rates. At the provincial level, Punjab Integrated Primary Health Care 
Model, Peoples Primary Health Care Initiative in Sindh, Mother and Child Health in NWFP 
and Women Health Project in Baluchistan are examples of female-specific programmes. 
 
6.4 Population Welfare Programme 
Pakistan has alarmingly high maternal mortality rates, impelled in part by inadequate birth 
spacing and large family sizes. In order to address this issue and to stabilize population, 
Government of Pakistan initiated a separate and independent programme in 1965 called 
Population Welfare Programme (PWP).  PWP is primarily a pro-women programme 
designed to make behavioural changes through which couples are motivated to adopt the 
concept of a small family norm. PWP activities focus mostly on married females of 
reproductive ages (15-49 years).   
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The population welfare programme sector activities get almost 97 percent of their 
allocation from the development budget. The current budgetary allocation of 3 percent is 
utilized on the employees’ related expenses of the population planning officers and staff, 
which includes pay, allowances, operating expenses, transfer, physical assets, repair and 
maintenance etc. This amount is spent on the Population Welfare employees working at 
Islamabad Secretariat, Lahore (Directorate of Production and Printing) and Karachi 
(Directorate of Central Warehouse). 
 
Table 19 highlights the population sector budgets of the provinces largely financed by the 
federal government.  Provincial government have until recently provided no funding for 
this activity. However, provincial governments have recently contributed a token amount 
of money by funding its newly established Secretariat of Provincial Population Welfare 
Department.

7. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
The budget 2008-09 was presented in the backdrop of a complex macroeconomic 
situation and greater expectations from all segments of the society. On the 
macroeconomic front, the country was riddled with burgeoning double digit inflation, high 
and unsustainable current and fiscal deficits, and unprecedented reliance on money 
printing to finance the budget deficit.  On the microeconomic side, the inflation hit large 
segment of the society who otherwise were expecting relief packages, increase in 
incomes, better employment opportunities, income support and relatively stable prices. 
Since, the inflation and slowdown in GDP growth affect females and males, greater 
gender sensitive actions were expected in the budget. In order to look at gender aspects

of the budget in totality, we begin with the expenditures of provincial governments and 
then move to highlight the gender face of the budget.   
 
In order to advance the goal of gender equity, federal budget 2008-09 shows a hefty 
increase in women specific expenditures, which grew to Rs. 44.5 billion in 2008-09 from 
Rs. 7.6 billion in 2007-08 resulting in an increase in  the share from 0.7 percent to 4.7 
percent. The hefty increase in budget 2008-09 in women specific expenditures is because 
of the official launching of the Benazir Income Support Programme (BISP) in 2008-09 
which exclusively focuses on women The increase in women targeted expenditures is a 
positive move that allow us to know how much amount is government allocating for the 
female segment of the society rather than putting all money in a gender blind manner. 
Although the share of female targeted allocations is higher than male targeted allocation, 
however, given the level of gender inequality it needs to be raised further.  Moreover, 
there should be greater emphasis on pro-women expenditures like expenditures on day-
care centres and population welfare in order to further promote women participation in 
paid activities which largely enhance women empowerment in the long-run. 
 
The important message emerging from the analysis of the provincial budgets is that the 
Government of Baluchistan has a greater focus on the male segment of society than the 
female segment. The allocation for males in 2008-09 is greater than for females, and the 
mainstream expenditures also positively affect males, which therefore create a double 
disadvantage to females in Baluchistan.  
 
The increase in female and male-specific expenditures in Punjab is a positive move that 
allow us to know the amount that the government is allocating for female and male 
segments of society rather than putting all money in a gender blind manner. Although the 
share of female targeted allocations is higher than male targeted allocation, given the 
level of gender inequality, it needs to be raised further.  Moreover, there should be greater 
emphasis on pro-women expenditures like expenditures on day-care centres and 
population welfare to promote female participation in paid activities that largely promote 
their empowerment in the long-run. 
 
Stagnation in targeted gender-based expenditures in Sindh indicates that the Government 
of Sindh is less concerned about the female segment of the society rather more focused 
towards increasing the share of general budget expenditures assuming that these 
expenditures remain gender neutral. However the reality is that these expenditures 
remain gender blind. Following the example of NWFP, where gender targeted 
expenditures help to improve socioeconomic indicators like female enrolment, the 
Government of Sindh needs to be focus on more gender targeted expenditures. 
Moreover, these gender targeted expenditures should be complemented with pro-women 
expenditures to promote greater gender equality and empowerment in the province. 
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Historically, NWFP has the highest share of female targeted expenditures and effective 
targeting with other factors helped to improve the socioeconomic indicators in NWFP. For 
instance, the Pakistan Living Standard Measurement Survey (PSLMS) 2006-07 shows 
that NWFP is better that Sindh and Baluchistan with respect to gross enrolment rates and 
immunization of children despite the resistance from a specific group against female 
education. 
 
In the context of Pakistan, both gender targeted and pro-women expenditures either 
contribute in greater gender equality or highlight the causes of gender differences. For 
instance, female and male targeted expenditures on education clearly highlight the policy 
focus of the government and shows whether these are equitable or not, whether these 
expenditures reduce or increase gender equality in education outputs and outcomes. The 
increase in women targeted expenditure is a positive move that would positively affect the 
marginalized segment of the society, largely women. 
 
In contrast, some of the pro-women expenditures may also be targeted towards men but 
such expenditures benefit women more than men and therefore can be classified as pro-
women expenditures. For instance, expenditures on contraceptive devices like condoms 
may not be targeted towards women but they help reduce the child bearing burden, provide 
opportunities for child spacing therefore resulting in increased opportunities for women to 
participate in paid jobs.
